A Department for Education (DfE) survey report sees learners praise Adult

In a national government survey published this month, Adult Education in 
Gloucestershire (AEiG) scored well above average for learner satisfaction, 
improving their score by 2.8 per cent on the previous year. 
 
AEiG is part of Gloucestershire County Council. It offers apprenticeships, 
community and family learning as well as work-related qualifications – for 
instance in small business management and leadership. 
 
The satisfaction score of 94.2 per cent was revealed as part of the DfE’s Further

local learners as part of the research who gave their feedback between October 
2017 and May of this year.
